Example of a Sloppy Sandwich (Don’t do this!):

O’Donnell talks about how academics hate Wikipedia. “Given these objections, it is not surprising that some of us in the professional academic community are trying to come up with some alternatives – sites that combine desirable aspects of the Wikipedia model...with other elements…take from the world of the professional academy.” And they don’t like it when their students use Wikipedia for school.

Example of a Tasty Sandwich (Do this!):

O’Donnell discusses the academics’ attempts to revise Wikipedia.  He writes, “Given these objections, it is not surprising that some of us in the professional academic community are trying to come up with some alternatives – sites that combine desirable aspects of the Wikipedia model...with other elements…take from the world of the professional academy” (O’Donnell 3).  Clearly, the academics’ answer to the conflict between “You” and “Us” is to make an online encyclopedia that combines the best of both worlds – the accessibility of the amateur-run Wiki with the professional backbone of a peer-reviewed academic article.   What the academics don’t acknowledge, perhaps, is that the lack of tight academic standards is what makes Wikipedia so popular.
