SA1:  Artifact analysis

We have examined the social construction of certain stereotypes in Disney's Aladdin by identifying visual and textual elements in select artifacts or objects of inquiry.  It is now your turn to choose a visual artifact that socially constructs a stereotype that you are interested in investigating.  This can be anything from a print advertisement to a movie poster.  Please keep in mind that this assignment is one step in preparing you for our first major paper.

Your task:
· Choose one visual artifact that we have not discussed in class

· Make a statement about how your artifact socially constructs a stereotype

· Support your statement using visual and textual evidence
Guiding questions:

· How does your artifact best illustrate the social construction of the stereotype you are investigating?

· What background knowledge may be important in order to understand your statement?

· What specific elements socially construct your artifact?

Audience:
Your visual analysis should be addressed to your peers.  Some ways in which this can be accomplished are in a letter or via an online bulletin board post.
Evaluation:

· Identify one appropriate artifact of the social construction of your chosen stereotype.

· Choose an appropriate genre that illustrates an awareness of who you are writing for.
· Make a convincing statement about how your artifact socially constructs a stereotype.  
· Support your statement with compelling visual and textual details.

· Demonstrate an organized, logical flow of thought and argumentation.
