Visual Analysis – In-class practice – Aladdin Posters
* NOTE:  This activity can be done with/adapted to any visual representation.

Required materials:

· Four Aladdin posters (incl.)

· Some form of note-taking (I ask students to take out a sheet of paper and divide it into fours)

Lesson plan:

· Make sure to tell students why they’re doing this activity—prepare for a future assignment, understand what visual analysis is

· Split students into four small groups

· Each group gets assigned a poster

· For 5-7 minutes, ask students to identify what they notice from the poster, encourage them to make connections to rhetorical/visual analysis discussions in class

· Groups report out

· Students are required to write down notes for each poster

· Ask students at the end to brainstorm either in pairs or individually what the consequences are of the moves Disney is making visually and rhetorically in each poster.
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
