This lesson plan is quite simple: students work in groups to identify the 3-4 main characteristics that a paper will need to have, using language from the outcomes. Then, groups report out, with the instructor taking notes on the board. Once all the ideas are on the board, students synthesize ideas as a class (with instructor help) to create a rubric that the instructor will use to evaluate the papers that respond to the assignment. 
I give students a chart like the one below, just so they have a visual reminder of what a rubric is and how it will be used.
