Context

You will be responsible for designing your major assignment for the second half of this course.  This second major assignment will incorporate research (primary and secondary), attention to details, language and presentation (linguistic, visual, and other rhetorical choices), and real life application (why it matters and who it matters to).  

Task 1, Proposal

· Choose a topic or issue (community, college discipline, language variety, or any subject that appeals to you) that you would like to investigate.  E.g. English only movement, the representation of women in the sciences, etc.
· Consider the processes and methodologies that engage your topic or issue, using research to support your inquiry.  E.g. interviews, surveys, or narrative analysis.

· Decide on what product, event, text or artifact you would like to create that can interpret and capture your line of inquiry in a meaningful way.  E.g. flyer for a ‘mock’ event, a speech, a website.

In order to frame your thinking about this project, you will first be required to submit a two-page proposal.  For this part of the project, I will be your audience, and your overall goal is to convince me that your product, event, text, or artifact is an effective way of reaching your chosen audience through a particular genre or meaningful form of expression.

Your proposal should include the following:

· The significance of your topic (why you’re researching it, why it’s a worthy topic for investigation)

· Your conception and definition of your topic (how you’re thinking about your topic and defining your terms)

· The relation of this topic to your intellectual, academic, literate, cultural, or emotional development (personal stakes)

· The way you are entering the ongoing intellection conversations surrounding this topic (who the leading researchers on this topic are, their opinions, the main currents of thought, how you are joining the conversation)

· Your method of inquiry (what will you bring to the conversation, how you are conducting your primary research—interviews, surveys, narrative analysis)

· Tentative genre of your product, event, text, or artifact (how you could potentially present your findings in a non-essay format)

· Your plan of work

· Tentative bibliography of sources using MLA/APA (remember what we did in the library)

Evaluation

· Explore a researchable and debatable issue concerning a topic of your choice

· Build upon and cite appropriate sources in MLA or APA that will establish a context for your research

· Explain how your methodology supports your research purposes

· Identify a tentative genre that might best illustrate your findings

· Construct a plan of how you will carry out your primary and secondary research and create your artifact based on your findings
