FOCUSED PARAGRAPH FEEDBACK 
This prompt/outline works well as a 5 minute in-class activity following a grammar presentation/lecture, a homework assignment in conjunction with error logs, or as an instructor’s feedback practice when targeting LOCs.
FOCUSED FEEDBACK—What is it?
· When you select a paragraph from a paper and target specific issues, such as transitions, common grammar issues, and/or punctuation.
WHAT ARE WE GOING TO DO—Steps:

· Choose a paragraph from your paper

· Using the checklist from class/your error log, focus on LOCs which are problematic for you by underlining or highlighting them.

· Write 2-3 sentences that reflect on the errors you’ve identified and discuss how you will edit to change them.
WHAT CAN I DO AFTERWARDS?—Suggestions:
· Take your paragraph to your instructor for one-on-one discussion of how to tackle these errors in the future.

· Try another paragraph in a different paper or try selecting a paragraph from a fellow peer’s paper.
