SPEED DATING INTRODUCTIONS
Usually students are required to bring a first draft of a recent paper they have turned in.  They are asked to bring the introductions and conclusions only.  They will use the introductions for the class activity and the conclusions for an individual activity.  The steps are as follows:

· Ask students if they’ve ever speed dated before.

· Tell students that they will be speed-dating their introductions.

· Each student is to come up with a list of what they expect from a dateable introduction.  They are encouraged to use previous class discussions/talk (look at YR8.pptx for more).
· Arrange students like you would for speed-dating  (I like two circles.  One inner and one outer.  The inner circle moves).

· Tell students they have 3 minutes to speed-date their intros.  They can either read out loud/read silently other’s introductions and then discuss for the remaining amount of time on how the introduction meets the dateable introduction criteria.

· After 2-3 turns, ask students to reflect on the experience---how dateable was your intro?

· Ask students then to read through their conclusions and evaluate the strength between the introduction & conclusion.
